What is the 
Garden & Art Tour?

The Red River North Tourism Garden & Art Tour is a
ticketed self-guided annual outdoor garden tour based
in St. Andrews, St. Clements, and the City of Selkirk. On
Sunday, July 21st from 10am-5pm, garden day-trippers
will enjoy works of local artists, musicians, authors, and
poets dotted amongst the flowers and trees of private
yards and public gardens. 

Musicians are placed within the garden, alongside the
artists and authors. Some people choose to sit and listen
to the music, while others appreciate it as background
music.  

This is a paid opportunity. The exact amount depends on
grants and sponsorships that are yet to be confirmed.
We will post an update as soon as we are able in the
meantime, please don’t hesitate to be in touch. 

This is a rain or shine event. 
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Musicians will be notified via email if they are selected
for the tour before May 15th, 2024. Once notified,
musician will have two weeks to sign the G&A Tour

Musician who do NOT get accepted for the 2024 G&A
Tour will automatically be placed on our waiting list in
case there are any cancellations or withdrawals. We
hope to welcome you in future years!

The musician is required to perform 1 1/5 hours of music
in a garden between 10AM-4PM. The performance times
can be split into sets however best suits the performer.
The schedule for these performance times will be
arranged prior to the event and advertised on the G&A
Tour tickets. 

Musicians are required to bring their own chairs and any
other equipment needed. We encourage all performers
to sell their own merchandise and accept donations. 

Expectations: 
Musicians are expected to promote the G&A Tour in
any way they can whether that be through SM or at
other events. Our Tourism Coordinator will provide
you with promotional materials to use.  

Musicians must be prepared
to perform in any type of weather.
